MISSOULA – In light of the local domestic violence tragedies, YWCA Missoula and the Missoula Crime Victim Advocate Program will collaborate for an additional YW Talk about what a bystander, friend, or family member can do if a loved one abuses or is experiencing partner abuse. Before contacting any social service organization, domestic violence victims often reach out to friends and family members first, or others may see the signs of abuse early on. This is an opportunity for a bystander or loved one to point them to resources that can support them.
